Call to Order/Approval of Minutes: Melanie called the meeting to order at 7:26 pm, following the Budget Community Meeting. 

 Jennifer asked for a motion to approve the minutes from March 16th, 2026, Dale seconded; the motion was unanimously carried. 

Old Business:
· Ambulance Update:   Chief Zeni updated the board that we had received our Service License and are a transporting entity. It is the first time in 15 years that there has been one in Lane County. Chief Zeni stated that even with the service license we could not get our ambulance license due to the inspection code that AHA follows which changed in July of 2019 and our ambulance was built, 3 weeks before that code went into effect. OHA had a meeting and agreed that if we took the Ambulance to Portland to the True North Dealer and a certified tech do an inspection making sure it met all the requirements that the new code listed; we could move forward. Chief Zeni discussed that we still had to cross of more boxes with ESF.  
· Ambulance Service Area Committee- Chief Zeni discussed that he had been working on some changes he would like to see in this committee. He presented his final draft and it got rejected. The subcommittee had no votes, didn’t bring in our changes, no one wanted to give comments besides ESF and they were not honest. This amendment Chief Zeni presented was not voted on, they will follow up with some language and he feels that is not acceptable. Chief Zeni also explained that each ambulance district has to state their data, they got the notes the day before which stated that ESF was 99% compliant code 3 calls. So, he made a presentation showing our data for our district compared to what ESF was showing, which proved their data was wrong. So, they are making internal decisions with wrong information. Chief Zeni stated it’s not worth it to start pointing fingers, he discussed that he had reached out to reporters to put them in our shoes. We are licensed, we have the volunteers but outside organizations stand in our way. They want to push it to the county, so we are moving forward with letting reporters start talking to patients, who have given us permission and are happy to share their experiences they have had within our District.
